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1. Ibn Mas'ud (é%) narrated that Allah’s Messenger (ﬁé?) said to us, “O young men, those
of you who can support a wife should marry, for it (marriage) controls the gaze and pre-
serves one from immorality. And whoever cannot (marry) should fast, for it is a means
of reducing the sexual desire.” [Agreed upon].
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2. Anas Ibn malik (ﬁ%) narrated that the Prophet (% ) praised Allah, extolled Him and
said, “Yet I pray and sleep; I fast and break my fast; and I marry women. He who is dis-
pleased with my Sunnah (practices) is not my follower.” [Agreed upon].
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3. Anas bin Malik (ﬁ%) narrated that Allah’s Messenger (% ) used to command us to
marry and sternly forbid celibacy and say, “Marry women who are beloved (due to their
good characteristics), prolific in bearing children, for I shall outnumber the Prophets by
you on the Day of Resurrection.” [Reported by Ahmad and Ibn Hibban graded it Sahih
(authentic)].
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4. The aforementioned Hadith has a supporting narration reported by Abu Dawud.
an-Nasa’i and Ibn Hibban from Maqal bin Yasar’s Hadith.
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5. Abu Hurairah (@%}) narrated that the Prophet (%) said: “A woman is married for four
qualities, for her wealth, her family status, her beauty and her religion: so get the reli-
gious one and prosper.” [Agreed upon, with the rest of the as-Saba].
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6. Abu Hurairah (@%}) narrated, when the Prophet (%) congratulated a man on his mar-
riage he would say, “Allah bless for you (your spouse), grant you blessing, and join you
together in goodness.” [Reported by Ahmad and al-Arbaa. at-Tirmidhi, Ibn Khuzaimah
and Ibn Hibban graded it Sahih (authentic)].
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7. Abdullah Ibn Mas'ud (é%) narrated,” Allah’s Messenger (@5 ) taught us Tashahhud in
case of some need, which is: “Praise is due to Allah, Whom we praise and from Whom
we ask help and forgiveness. We seek refuge in Allah from the evils of ourselves. He
whom Allah guides has no one who can lead him astray, and he whom He leads astray
has no one to guide him. I testify that there is nothing deserving of worship except Allah,
and I testify that Muhammad is His slave and Messenger.” He (then) recites three Verses.
[Reported by Ahmad and al-Arbaa. at-Tirmidhi and al-Hakim graded it Hasan (good)].
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8. Jabir (é“”;}) narrated that Allah’s Messenger (%) said: “When one of you proposes
(marriage) to a woman, if he is able to look at what will induce him to marry her, he
should do so.” [Reported by Ahmad and Abu Dawud. Its narrators are Thiqa (reliable)
and al-Hakim declared it to be Sahih (authentic)].
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9. The aforesaid Hadith has a Shahid (supporting narration) reported by at-Tirmidhi and
an-Nasa'i from al-Mughirah.
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10. It also has a supporting narration reported by Ibn Majah and Ibn Hibban from the
Hadith of Muhammad bin Maslamah.
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11. Abu Hurairah (&%) narrated that the Messenger of Allah said to a man who told him
that he had got engaged, “Have you looked at her?” The man replied ‘No. He said to him,
“Go and look at her for it is more likely to create affection between the two of you.” [Re-
lated by Muslim].
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12. Ibn Umar (&%) narrated that Allah’s Messenger (%‘%’) said: “No one of you should
ask a woman in marriage when his brother has done so already, until the one who has
proposed (to her) before him gives her up, or gives him permission.” [Agreed upon. The
wording is al-Bukhari’s].
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13. Sahl bin Sad As-Sa’idi (@%) narrated, ‘Once a woman came to the Prophet and said,
‘I dedicate myself to you (for marriage). The Messenger of Allah looked at her up and
down and then lowered his head. When the woman saw that he had made no decision
she sat down. One of the companions of the Prophet got up and said, ‘O Messenger of
Allah! If you have no need of her, marry her to me’ The Prophet asked him, “Do you have
anything to give her as a dowry?” The man replied, ‘No, I swear by Allah, O Messenger
of Allah’ The prophet said to him, “Go to your family and seek something (to offer her).”
The man went and then returned saying, ‘No, I swear by Allah I found nothing’ The
Messenger of Allah said to him, “Seek (something) even if it is an iron ring” The man
went and then returned saying, ‘No, I swear by Allah O messenger of Allah, not even an
iron ring, but I have this Izar (waist sheet)- Sahl said, ‘He has no upper garment’- and I
shall give her half of it” The Messenger of Allah said “What would she do with your Izar?

If you wear it, there would be nothing of it for her, and if she wears it, there would be
nothing of it for you.” The man sat down, and when he had sat for a long time, he got
up. When Allah’s Messenger saw him turning away, he commanded people to call him
back. When he came, the Prophet said to him, “Have you memorized something of the
Quran?” The man said, ‘Yes, I have memorized such and such Surahs, and named some
of them. The prophet then asked him, “Can you recite them by heart?” He replied, “Yes’
The Prophet then said, “Go I have married her to you for what you have memorised from
the Qurian.” [Agreed upon and the wording is from Muslim].

In another version he said, “Go for I have married her to you, and teach her some of the
Qur’an (that you know).”

In another version by Al-Bukhari, “I have married her to you for what you have of the
Quran”
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14. Abu Hurairah (&%) narrated, “The Prophet asked him, “What have you memorised
(of the Quran)?” He said, ‘Surah al-Baqarah and the one next to it The Prophet then
said, “Get up and teach her twenty verses.” [Related by Abu Dawud].
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15. ‘Amir bin ‘Abdullah bin Az-Zubair narrated on the authority of his father (ﬁ‘%) that
the Messenger of Allah said, “Announce the wedding” [Reported by Ahmad and al-
Hakim graded it Sahih (authentic)].
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16. Abu Burdah bin Abi Musa narrated on the authority of his father (A&f‘ﬁ}) that the Mes-
senger of Allah said, “There is no marriage without a wali (a woman’s guardian).” [Ah-
mad and al-Arbaa reported it. Ibn al-Madini, at-Tirmidhi and Ibn Hibban graded it
Sahih (authentic)].
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17. ‘Aishah (@%) narrated that Allah’s Messenger (% ) said: “If anyone married without
the consent of her guardian, her marriage is invalid. If there is cohabitation, she is enti-
tled to the dowry, due to the sexual intercourse made lawful with her. If there is a dispute
(between her guardian), the ruler is the guardian of one who has no guardian.” [Reported
by al-Arbaa except an-Nasa’i. Abu Awanah, Ibn Hibban and al-Hakim graded it Sahih
(authentic)].
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18. Abu Hurairah (8‘“5‘5) narrated that the Allah’s Messenger (%) said: “A previously mar-
ried woman must not be married till she is consulted, and a virgin must not be married

till her consent is asked.” They asked, “O Allah’s Messenger, how is her consent indicat-
ed?” He replied, “It is by her silence” [Agreed upon].
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19. Ibn ‘Abbas (&%) narrated that the Messenger of Allah said, “A non-virgin woman is
worthier to organise her affairs than her guardian. As for the virgin she must be asked
for her permission. Her silence is a sign of her consent (to be married).” [Related by
Muslim].

In another version, “A guardian has no authority over a non-virgin woman and an or-
phan girl (i.e. virgin) must be asked for her permission (in marriage).” [Related by Abu
Dawud. An-Nasa'l and ibn Hibban graded it as Sahih].
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20. Abu Hurairah (&%) narrated that the Messenger of Allah said, “A woman may not
give a woman in marriage, nor may she give herself in marriage.” [Reported by Ibn Ma-
jah and ad-Daraqutni. Its narrators are reliable (thiqah)].
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21. Nafi’ narrated on the authority of Ibn ‘Umar (é’%), “The Messenger of Allah prohibit-
ed Shighar. It is the marriage in which a man marries his daughter to another man, and
the latter in return marries his daughter to the former, on condition that no dowry is to
be paid by either’ [Agreed upon].
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22. Ibn ‘Abbas (&%) narrated that a young woman came to the Prophet and stated that
her father had married her against her will. The Prophet gave her the option to annul the
marriage or to accept it. [Related by Ahmad, Abu Dawud and Ibn Majah].
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23. Al Hasan bin Samurah (&%) narrated that the Messenger of Allah said, “Whenever
two guardians marry off a woman (to two men), the first husband is worthier of her”
[Reported by Ahmad and al-Arbaa. at-Tirmidhi graded it Hasan (good)].
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24. Jabir bin ‘Abdullah (8‘“5‘5) narrated that the Messenger of Allah said, “Any slave who
marries without the permission of his master, he is like a fornicator” [Reported by Ah-
mad, Abu Dawud, an-Nasa'i and at-Tirmidhi; the latter graded it Sahih (authentic), as
did Ibn Hibban].
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25. Abu Hurairah (é%) narrated that the Messenger of Allah said, “A man must not join

together (in marriage to him) a woman and her paternal aunt or a woman and her ma-
ternal aunt.” [Agreed upon].
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26. ‘Uthman (é%) narrated that the Messenger of Allah said, “A pilgrim while in a state of
ihram may not contract marriage (himself), nor contract the marriage of someone else”
[Related by Muslim].

In a version by Muslim, “He may neither propose to a woman (either for himself or for someone
else),” Ibn Hibban added the following in his version, “Nor be asked for the hand of a woman
(he is the guardian of)”
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27.Ibn ‘Abbas ( &%) narrated, “The Messenger of Allah married Maimunah while he was
in the state of Thram.” [Agreed upon].
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28. Muslim transmitted on the authority of Maimunah (@”ﬁ}) that the Messenger of Allah
married her while he was not in the state of Ihram.
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29. ‘Ugbah bin Amir (é“ﬁg) narrated that the messenger of Allah said, “The most deserv-
ing conditions to be fulfilled, are those that make the private parts lawful (Halal) for you
i.e. in marriage).” [Agreed upon].
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30. Salamah bin al-Akwa narrated, “The Messenger of Allah permitted Mutah Marriage,
for three days in the year of Autas, but then he prohibited it” [Related by Muslim].
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31. °Ali bin Abi Talib narrated, “The Messenger of Allah prohibited the Mut'ah marriage
on the battle of Khaibar” [Agreed upon].
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32. Ibn Mas’ud (@%) narrated, “The Messenger of Allah cursed the Muhallil and the
one (the first husband) for whom the woman was made lawful (through this marriage).
[Reported by Ahmad, an-Nasa’i and at-Tirmidhi; the latter declared it to be Sahih (au-
thentic)].
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33. The four Imams except An-Nasa'i transmitted a similar tradition on the authority of
Ali.
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34. Abu Hurairah (@%—}) narrated that Allah’s Messenger (%) said: “A man guilty of for-
nication, who has been flogged (for it), should not marry any but a woman like him

(similarly guilty).” [Reported by Ahmad and Abu Dawud, and its narrators are reliable
(thigah)].
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35. Aishah (%) narrated, ‘A man divorced his wife three times, then she married anoth-
er man who also divorced her before having sexual contact with her. The first husband
wanted to remarry her (after her divorce from the second man). The Messenger of Allah
was asked about this, but he replied, “No, she cannot marry the first husband until the
second husband consummates his marriage with her, just as the first husband had done.”
[Agreed upon; the wording is Muslim’s].
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
